Lent already?Lent already?Lent already?Lent already?        
It hardly seems possible that we will mark the beginning of 

Lent with an Ash Wednesday service at 7:00 P.M. on February 6.  
Indeed, in 2008, the season of Epiphany is about as short as it can 
get.  But why?  It is because of the ancient and some would say 
arcane way that the date of Easter is determined.  I have been 
asked how you figure out the date of Easter more times than I can 
remember, and because I have often given the wrong answer, the 
remainder of this column is devoted to sorting it out—a bit of a trip 
through church history.  If such trivia does not interest you, stop 
now and skip to “Caring & Sharing.”   

The easy and correct answer is that Easter is always the first 
Sunday after the Paschal Full Moon (PFM for short).  OK, but how 
do you know when the PFM is?  Well, let’s back up a minute.  In 
the early days, from say 31 A.D. or so, the Resurrection was 
commemorated in conjunction with the Jewish Passover which 
came at the Paschal Full Moon, always 14 Nisan in the Hebrew 
calendar.  That can be any day of the week.  [continued on page 2] 
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Hence, the earliest Easter celebrations were not necessarily on 
Sunday.  But as Sunday, the first day of the week, became the day 
Christians gathered to remember the resurrection by making 
Eucharist (thanksgiving), many thought is only logical that Easter 
ought to be on Sunday.  So by about 150 A.D. there were those 
who celebrated on 14 Nisan and those who celebrated the Sunday 
following.  Rome in particular argued for Sunday following.   

It was at the Council of Nicaea in 325 A.D. that the date was 
standardized as the Sunday after the PFM.  But who would 
determine that pesky Paschal Full Moon date—the church was 
becoming increasingly gentile, so the old Hebrew calendar was 
becoming an odd curiosity.  The best astronomers were in 
Alexandria, so it was decided that they would make calculations 
and then the bishop of Alexandria would announce the date of 
Easter each year to the rest of the world (including Rome).   

Now it gets complicated.  First there is the equinox.  It is not 
always the same day, and its exact date and time depend on where 
you are on the planet.  But in 326 A.D. (the first year of the new 
system) it fell on what we know as March 20.  That year the 
astronomical full moon (AFM) and the paschal full moon were one 
in the same.  But from then on, the date was always figured from 
March 20.  That meant the AFM no longer equaled the PFM.  Add 
to that the complication that the AFM is a two day event in this 
modern world of time zones whereas the PFM is one day, no mater 
where you are on the planet.  So a new designation was in order: 
the Ecclesiastical Full Moon (EFM).  The EFM was always the 
first full moon after March 20.  Confused?  You are not alone, 
which is why variations persisted in many places.  Britain settled 
differences at the Synod of Whitby in 664 A.D.   

But by and large, Christians all came to celebrate Easter on the 
same Sunday—the first one after the EFM that followed March 20.  
That meant Easter could be any date from March 22 to April 25.  
At least that’s the way it was until 1582 when Rome adopted the 
Gregorian calendar.  A revision of the calendar had become 
necessary to realign the calendar with the actual astronomical 
seasons.  So that year, there was no October 5 through 14.  At the 
same time, our system of leap years every fourth year except in 
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century years that are not divisible by 400 was adopted to keep the 
calendar aligned with actual astronomical seasons.  (The leap year 
system works so well that we do not need to make an adjustment 
until 4140.)  But here’s the rub: The Eastern Church stayed with 
the old Julian calendar when it came to reckoning the date of 
Easter.  Thus, sometimes, Orthodox Christians celebrate Easter on 
the same day as we do.  Other years it comes 1 to 5 weeks later.   

So yes, Easter comes early this year (March 23), but it can 
come one day earlier.  In 1818 it fell on March 22, and it will again 
in 2285.  In 1943 it fell on the last possible date, April 25, and it 
will again in 2038.   

Many have asked, “Is there a pattern?”  With computer 
algorithms, the date has been calculated to the point that we can 
say yes—about every 5,700,000 years the cycle of dates repeats.  
Unless, of course, we revise the calendar again, like in 4140 or so.  
I have not checked the accuracy of these calculations, and it all 
falls in the category of “I’m not going to worry about it.”   

Still, the discrepancy between East and West continues to call 
for other options.  The most recent proposal was at a meeting of 
the World Council of Churches in Aleppo, Syria, in 1997.  It was 
proposed that beginning in 2001, when the Eastern and Western 
dates happened to coincide, the date would be calculated by direct 
astronomical observation at the meridian of Jerusalem, thus 
bringing East and West together.  The proposal was not ultimately 
adopted.  But there is something at least interesting about how we 
cling to our ancient traditions of setting the date in these days of 
instant calculation, communication, and information.   

Yes, you can find the date of Easter for any year on any 
number of websites, and the bishop of Alexandria no longer has 
the task of getting the word out to everybody else.  But when it 
comes to setting the date of this core celebration of the Christian 
faith, we still use ancient tables devised in 325 A.D., “golden 
numbers,” and Ecclesiastical Full Moons to sort it all out.  All of it 
tied to the mysteries and wonders of creation—sun, moon, seasons, 
and stars.  I kinda like that.
