 At a potluck luncheon in October, the Board of Deacons began 
soliciting input from members to conduct their annual evaluation 
of Pastor Kent and the Church.  Input was provided at table 
discussions at the potluck and in written form up until mid-
November.

 Members who responded were overwhelmingly positive about 
the sabbatical, noting that it was a well-deserved period of renewal 
for Kent and that it enhanced both his ministry and our cohesion as 
a church body.

 Among the tribal gifts that gay, lesbian, and transpeople bring 
to the church (Rev. Nancy Wilson in Our Tribe) are the 
shamanistic gifts of creativity, originality, art, magic and theater.
