The trustees, volunteers, and
staff continue to make simple,
practical changes around the church
facility to make this a “greener” church.
Recently, most of our exterior light
fixtures were converted to lamps that uses much less
energy. In particular, the lights on the stone sign and at
the front entrances now consume less than one third of
the energy they used in the past. Thanks go to Bill Pugh
for making this happen.

Most of our building utilizes energy efficient
florescent or metal halide lamps. The primary exceptions
are the sanctuary and fellowship hall. Because these
spaces utilize dimmable lights, we are not able to make
that conversion with present technology. But using the
dimmers does save energy.

We are blessed to have the building separated into
many zones for heating and cooling—and all units are
controlled by programmable thermostats. (By the way,
that does mean that if you change a thermostat manually,
you must return it to the program before you leave.)

There’s certainly more we can do; some projects (like
improving our recycling practices) might need a volunteer
or two. If you would like to help, or have an idea, let us
know.
