“A life is not important except in the impact it has on other 
lives.”  Do you remember who said that?   

He was born near Cairo, Georgia, the youngest of five 
children.  His mother raised them single-handedly after her 
husband abandoned them.  His single-parent family moved to 
Pasadena, California, when he was only one year old.  They 
remained in relative poverty.  They were the only black family on 
the block.  He joined a neighborhood gang.   

His older brother was a star athlete, winning a silver medal in 
the 1936 Olympics in Berlin (finishing just 0.4 seconds behind 
Jesse Owens in the 200 meters).  He too was a budding athlete, 
and, in the same year captured the junior boys singles 
championship in the Pacific Coast Negro Tennis Tournament.   

He played junior college sports before attending UCLA where 
he lettered in four.  In 1941, he withdrew from UCLA due to a lack 
of finances.  That fall he went to Hawaii to play football for the 
semi-pro and racially integrated Honolulu Bears.  [continued p. 2] 
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The season was cut short, however, when the Japanese bombed 
Pearl Harbor.   

He was drafted the next year.  From 1942 to 1944, he served 
as a second lieutenant in the United States Army.  During his 
training in Texas, he was ordered by a white bus driver to move to 
the back of the segregated bus.  He refused to do so and was 
arrested by MPs.  He was later acquitted of insubordination 
charges by a white military jury, and received an honorable 
discharge shortly thereafter.  In 1948, Harry S. Truman would 
integrate the armed forces.   

In 1945, he played one season of baseball for the Kansas City 
Monarchs, but decided to leave at the end of the season.  The travel 
schedule was grueling, and the financial rewards negligible in the 
Negro Leagues.  But in 1946, Branch Rickey (president of the 
Brooklyn Dodgers) decided to give him a chance.  He was 
assigned to the Montreal Royals for the 1946 season.   

It has been 60 years since that April 15, 1947, when he played 
first base for the Dodgers—the first African-American to play in 
the Major Leagues since their segregation in 1889.  Despite 
tremendous harassment from his own as well as opposing teams, 
Jackie Robinson became the National League Rookie of the Year 
with 12 home runs and a batting average of .342.  He earned the 
major-league minimum salary of $5,000.   

Much of the rest of his life is well known.  The Rookie of the 
Year Award was renamed the Jackie Robinson Award in 1987.  
Ten years later, his number 42 was retired from the Majors.  It has 
been 35 years since his death on October 24, 1972, at the age of 
53.  But did you know this?  He was one of us.   

Jackie Robinson was a member of the United Church of 
Christ.  In July 1963, the United Church of Christ presented him 
with its “Chairmanship Award.”  He was elected president of 
United Church Men.  He participated in the social ministries of the 
National Council of Churches and the National Conference of 
Christians and Jews, and numerous civil rights organizations.  And 
he was active in his local church—the place where saints are made.

Tower Chime Update 
The Strikers:  The twenty large cast iron pieces of the 
strikers and the ten steel striker heads have been 
sandblasted and primed (thank you Mike & Martha 

Miller for fetching them from Kansas City and priming them).  The 
160 striker parts have been replated and are ready for reassembly.   

The Chime Rack:  The strikers and chimes will be supported by a 
wooden rack.  Unfortunately, the 6”x6” legs and 6”x8” horizontal 
timbers from Tulsa were too deteriorated to reuse, and we will 
have to build a new rack.  The good twist on this is that we can use 
pressure-treated lumber, and our loft is more spacious than the 
Tulsa loft, so the new rack can be designed for better service 
access to the strikers.  Deagan used 5/8” bolts and custom made 
cast washers to hold their chime racks together.  The washers read 
“J.C. DEAGAN, INC.  CHICAGO, U.S.A.” in raised letters.  As 
these washers are part of the history of the system and are stronger 
than any washers I can find today, we will reuse the washers.  
They have been sandblasted and sent for plating.
